Moreover, in the specific case
of mobile phone addiction, there is no
consensus even on the independent existence of
such addiction. Some researcher consider
mobile phone addiction as a kind of technology
addiction on characterized by technology
addiction symptoms ie. conflict, withdrawal,
relapse & behavioural salience. Others strongly
believe that mobile phone usage is some other
kind of behaviour addiction e.g. addiction to
game, shopping gambling etc. manifested
through excessive mobile phone usage. Thus, to
the second group individuals are not addicted to
the mobile device, but through the device by
experiencing addiction to the applications. The
main purpose of this research is to differentiate
between "addiction to the device" & "addiction
through the device". For mobile phones we
investigate the role of application addiction in
the formation of mobile addiction to illustrate
that even though they both may occur in high
degrees simoultaneously, it is also likely that
each can exist at high degrees absent the other
one.
