1. Washington: When NASA's Parker Solar Probe, humanity's first mission to ―touch‖ a 

star, launches on July 31, it will carry more than scientific instruments on this historic 

journey - it will also hold more than 1.1 million names submitted by the public to go to 

the Sun, NASA has said. Back in March, NASA invited people around the world to 

submit their names online to be placed on a microchip aboard its historic Parker Solar 

Probe. Submissions were accepted till April 27. 

This week, it revealed that a total of 1,137,202 names were submitted and confirmed 

over the seven-and-a-half-week period. A memory card containing the names was 
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installed on the spacecraft on May 18, the US space agency said. 

The card was mounted on a plaque bearing a dedication to and a quote from the 

mission's namesake, heliophysicist Eugene Parker, who first theorised the existence 

of the solar wind. Throughout its seven-year mission,  the spacecraft will swoop 

through the Sun's atmosphere 24 times, getting closer to our star than any spacecraft 

has gone before. 

"Parker Solar Probe is going to revolutionise our understanding of the Sun, the only 

star we can study up close," said Nicola Fox, project scientist for Parker 

Solar Probe at the Johns Hopkins Applied Physics Lab in Laurel, Maryland. 

"It's fitting that as the mission undertakes one of the most extreme journeys of 
exploration ever tackled by a human-made object, the spacecraft will also carry along 
the names of so many people who are cheering it on its way," she added. This 
memory card also carries photos of Parker and a copy of his groundbreaking 1958 
scientific paper. 

Parker proposed a number of concepts about how stars, including our Sun, give off 
material. He called this cascade of energy and particles the solar wind, a constant 
outflow of material from the Sun that we now know shapes everything from the 
habitability of worlds to our solar system's interaction with the rest of the galaxy. 

Parker Solar Probe will explore the Sun's outer atmosphere and make critical 
observations to answer decades-old questions about the physics of stars. The 
resulting data may also improve forecasts of major eruptions on the Sun and 
subsequent space weather events that impact life on Earth, as well as satellites and 
astronauts in space, NASA said.

2. Shyamali is easily irritated these days. Every evening when she meets other 

women in the children's park or bumps into some of her college friends in malls over 
the weekend, her frustration rises a notch further. Almost all of her friends from 
college have good jobs in MNCs while she's confined to her home. "If all I had to do 
was to cook and clean and bring my son to the park every day, why did my father 
insist on me doing an MBA?" Her frustration is understandable. But she is not alone. 
There are thousands of girls who do post-graduation in business, media or other 
market-oriented disciplines but are made to sacrifice their career at the marriage altar. 



Interestingly, this phenomenon is most evident in middle- and upper middle-class 
households, where a good education for a daughter is seen as a means of securing a 
better groom. Marriage is seen as the ultimate goal, not just an important milestone. 
With marriage, a woman ceases to be herself, losing herself in home management 
and relational roles: wife, daughter-in-law, and mother. A career is an afterthought. 

In a much dissected interview, Indira Nooyi, one of the most successful women in 
the corporate world, shared that when she came home to share the news that she 
was to be the president of PepsiCo, her mother immediately shot her down, telling her 
to leave her "crown in the garage" and go fetch the milk. The interview started a big 
debate on whether the woman "can have it all", but in many cases the problem runs 
deeper. It is not about how much you can juggle and at what cost, but also about how 
empowered you are to make a free choice without being judged by a predetermined 
yardstick. The way we are conditioned, if a woman does not ensure that her home 
runs with clockwork precision, she is bound to feel guilty. 

While marriage or fatherhood does not come in the way of a successful career for 
men, for women the same milestones become game-changers and they are 
checkmated. Becoming a mother is the most precious experience for a woman, and I 
am sure men too feel equal joy in becoming fathers. But our social structure ensures 
that only the woman is held responsible for rearing the child. Fathers are supposed to 
"support" her by "allowing" her to continue work and letting her seek professional 
childcare options. Fatherhood does not bring with it even a question mark for a man's 
career, but for a woman it often comes with a giant full-stop. 

If a woman does continue on her career path, she needs to be a logistical genius. 
She needs to organise childcare, oversee impossible schedules, and drop everything 
when there's a vaccination or any other issue. She's is also expected to stay on top of 
the laundry, the cleaning, the day's menu. Her career, naturally, suffers from these 
distractions, especially if she happens to be working from home. In any scenario she 
can attend to her career only after she has taken care of her first duty -- the home and 
the family. You may call it a matter of choice, but in my eyes, it is sheer hypocrisy. In 
reality, there is no choice at all.

But disgust needs just one, say researchers who analysed 7.2 mn images, indicating 
the varied and complex nature of happiness. 
Happiness can be conveyed using 17 different facial configurations, according to 



scientists who found that out of over 16,000 expressions only 35 can be recognised 
across cultures around the world. While human beings can configure their faces in 
thousands and thousands of ways to convey emotion - from anger to sadness to 
riotous joy - the number of ways our faces can convey different emotions varies. 
Disgust, for example, needs just one facial expression to get its point across 
throughout the world. Happiness, on the other hand, has 17 - a testament to the many 
varied forms of cheer, delight and contentedness, researchers said. 
―This was delightful to discover, because it speaks to the complex nature of 

happiness,‖ said Aleix Martinez, a professor at The Ohio State University in the US. 

The differences in how our faces convey happiness can be as simple as the size of 

our smiles or the crinkle near our eyes, the study found. The study, published in the 

journal IEEE Transactions on Affective Computing, also found that humans use three 

expressions to convey fear, four to convey surprise, and five each to convey sadness 

and anger. 

―Happiness acts as a social glue and needs the complexity of different facial 
expressions; disgust is just that: disgust,‖ Martinez said. The findings build on 
Martinez‘s previous work on facial expressions, which found that people can correctly 
identify other people‘s emotions about 75 per cent of the time based solely on subtle 
shifts in how blood flow colours a person‘s nose, eyebrows, cheeks or chin. 
Researchers hoped to identify the facial configurations that convey emotion across 
cultures. 

Based on computer algorithms, they found that the human face is capable of 
configuring itself in 16,384 unique ways, combining different muscles in different ways. 
They took the 7.2 million images their searches yielded and sorted them into 
categories, looking for those that expressed emotion across cultures. Martinez figured 
they would find at least a few hundred. They found only35. 

For the study, the team assembled a list of words that describe feelings - 821 English 
words, to be exact. It then used those words to mine the internet for images of 
people‘s faces. Professional translators translated those words into Spanish, 
Mandarin Chinese, Farsi and Russian. To avoid bias, they used each word to 
download an equal number of images. They plugged the words into search engines 
popular in 31 countries across North America, South America, Europe, Asia and 
Australia, and ended up with approximately 7.2 million images of facial expressions 
across a variety of cultures. 
The study did not include countries from the African continent or other remote parts of 

the world because of the limited number of candid images available from those areas.

4. Rarely has a thumbs up led to such bad feeling. Back in 2009, Justin Rosenstein 

created Facebook‘s ―Like‖ button. Now he has dedicated himself to atoning for it. 
 

Rosenstein‘s voice is far from a lone one. A decade ago, society was wide-eyed at 
the possibilities of social networks, web search, smartphones and online shopping. 
The Google motto ―Don't be evil‖ expressed a prevailing optimism about how the 
internet, and the companies shaping it, would create a better, more open world. 

No longer. ―Just a few years ago, no one could say a bad word about the tech 
giants,‖ says Martin Moore of King‘s College London. ―Now no one can say a good 
word.‖ Facebook, Google, Apple and Amazon variously avoid tax, crush competition 
and violate privacy, the complaints go. Their inscrutable algorithms determine what we 
see and what we know, shape opinions, narrow world views and even subvert the 
democratic order that spawned them. 

In 2018, a ―techlash‖ is in full flow. There is broad agreement that something must 
be done about big tech. But must it? And if so, what? 

Facebook knew right from the start it was making something that would exploit 
vulnerabilities in our psychology, its founding president and now critic, Sean Parker, 
has said. And similar insights from the field of ―behaviour design‖ or ―persuasive tech‖, 
a discipline founded at Stanford University in California in the 1990s, are baked into 
much of big tech‘s hardware and software. Whether it is Amazon‘s ―customers who 
bought this also bought‖ function, or the eye-catching red or orange ―something new‖ 
dots on your smartphone app icons, big tech‘s products are not just good, but subtly 
designed to control us, even to addict us. 

Big tech‘s power comes mainly in the form of small, yet constant, behavioural 
nudges, so it is often hidden. But its cumulative effect is like nothing before seen. It 
encourages us to think less about our decisions, be they which news stories we see, 
friends we interact with or events we go to, and be less aware of any alternatives. 
That crowds out competition, but also means information, for example, becomes 
judged not on truth, but on popularity: that‘s a big part of how the algorithms determine 
which stories to serve us. The result is fake news, accusations of fake news and 
suggestions of elections lost and won through social media manipulation.

5. There are many among us who, given the opportunity to leave India, are only too 

happy to go. But whenever I have had the chance to go away, I have held back. Or 

something has held me back. 

What is it that has such a hold on me, but leaves others free to where they will, 

sometimes never to come back? A few years ago I was offered a well-paid job on a 

magazine in Hong Kong. I thought about it for weeks, worried myself to distraction, 

and finally, with a great sigh of relief, turned it down. 

My friends thought 1 was crazy. They still do. Most of them would have jumped 

at a comparable offer, even if it had meant spending the rest of their lives far from the 

palm fringed coasts or pine-clad mountains of this land. Many friends have indeed 

gone away, never to return, except perhaps to get married, very quickly, before they 

are off again! Don't they feel homesick, I wonder. 

I am almost paranoid at the thought of going away and then being unable to 

come back. This almost happened to me when, as a boy, I went to England, longed to 

return to India,and did not have the money for the passage. For two years I worked 

and slaved like a miser (something I have never done since) until I had enough to 

bring me home. 

And 'home' wasn't parents and brothers and sisters. They were no longer here. 

Home, for me, was India. 

So what is it that keeps me here? My birth? I take too closely after a Nordic 

grandparent to pass for a typical son of the soil. Hotel receptionists often ask me for 

my passport. 

'Must I carry a passport to travel in my own country?' I ask. 

'But you don't look like an Indian,' they protest. 

‗I‘m a Red Indian,' I say. 

India is where I was bom and went to school and grew to manhood. India was 

where my father was bom and went to school and worked and died. India is where my 

grandfather lived and died. Surely that entitles me to a place in the Indian sun. If it 

doesn't, I can revert to my mother's family and go back to the time of Timur the Lame. 

How far back does one have to go in order to establish one's Indianness? 

It must be the land itself that holds me. But so many of my fellow Indians have 

been born (and reborn) here, and yet they think nothing of leaving the land. They will 

leave the mountains for the plains; the villages for the cities; their country for another 

country, and if other countries were a little more willing to open their doors, we would 

have no population problem-mass emigration would have solved it. 

But it's more than the land that holds me. For India is more than a land. India is 

an atmosphere. Over thousands of years, the races and religions of the world have 



mingled here and produced that unique, indefinable phenomenon, the Indian: so 

terrifying in a crowd, so beautiful in himself. 

And oddly enough, I'm one too. I know that I'm as Indian as the postman or the 

paanwala or your favorite MP. 

Race did not make me an Indian. Religion did not make me an Indian. But history 

did. And in the long run, its history that counts.

She became disgruntled, however, when she learned that the university in 
Warsaw was closed to women. Determined to receive a higher education, she 
defiantly left Poland and in 1891 entered the Sorbonne, a French university, where 
she earned her master's degree and doctorate in physics. 

Marie was fortunate to have studied at the Sorbonne with some of the greatest 
scientists of her day, one of whom was Pierre Curie. Marie and Pierre were married in 
1895 and spent many productive years working together in the physics laboratory. A 
short time after they discovered radium, Pierre was killed by a horse-drawn wagon in 
1906. Marie was stunned by this horrible misfortune and endured heartbreaking 
anguish. Despondently she recalled their close relationship and the joy that they had 
shared in scientific research. The fact that she had two young daughters to raise by 
herself greatly increased her distress. 



Curie's feeling of desolation finally began to fade when she was asked to 
succeed her husband as a physics professor at the Sorbonne. She was the first 
woman to be given a professorship at the world-famous university. In 1911 she 
received the Nobel Prize in chemistry for isolating radium. Although Marie Curie 
eventually suffered a fatal illness from her long exposure to radium, she never 
became disillusioned about her work. Regardless of the consequences, she had 
dedicated herself to science and to revealing the mysteries of the physical world.

6. The raw materials for glass manufacture are now still as the were in ancient times-

sand, soda and limestone or chalk. From the chemical point of view glass consists of 
compounds of sil cates with alkaline and alkaline-earth oxides. After melting glass with 
the correct composition and subjected to the right treatment (cooling), must not 
become crystalline on solidifying. 
There are hundreds of recipes for making glass. One of these is the following: 59 
parts of quartz sand, 17 parts of soda, 15 parts of dolomite, 4 ½  parts of limestone, 3 
parts of sodium sulphate and carbon, and 1 ½  parts of felspar. These ingredients are 
intimately mixed together. 20 to 30 per cent of cullet (broken waste glass) is added to 
this mixture, which is then melted tank furnaces with capacities of upto 1500 tons of 
material, in pot furnaces containing a number of pots, each holding upto about 2 tons 
of material. First, the fluxes, e.g. soda and the c let added to the mixture, are melted. 
The melting soda forms low-melting alkali silicates with the sand; these silicates enter 
into further reaction with the high-melting constituents and form the final glass melt. 
The carbon dioxide of the carbonates is ex pelled during melting and also at the end 
of the melting process when the temperature is raised somewhat. Thereafter the 
temperature is reduced from the 1400—1500°C, at which melting is carried out, to a 
temperature of 900—1200°C. Undesirable dis coloration of the glass is removed in 
various ways, e.g. by addition of manganese-dioxide, antimony oxide and arsenic. 
Coloured glass is produced by the addition of metallic oxides (ir copper, manganese, 
chromium, etc.). Glass melting furnaces are heated with gas or oil. The gas and the 
combustion air are passed through a heat exchanger; this raises their temperature 
before combustion takes place in the furnace (regenerative furnaces) 

Depending on the composition, the thickly liquid melted glass is formed to the 
required shape by casting, rolling, drawing, mould- ing blowing, spinning or pressing, 
either with or without blowing, These processes are generally applied by machines. 
Hand forming processes, usually in conjunction with blowing with blowpipes, - are now 
relatively little used. After forming has been done, it s most essential that cooling be 
correctly applied, so as to keep the glass -as free as possible from stresses. The 
sheet glass, rolled glass, pressed glass, hollow glassware etc. can be further worked 
and manufactured by cutting, drilling, milling, cementing, welding, bending, etching, 
grinding, engraving, polishing; enamelling, etc. 



Special glasses for technical and scientific purposes (e.g. filter glasses, refractory 
glasses, chemical-resisting glasses, malleable glasses, etc.) are produced by the use 
of additives to the standard recipe or are made from quite different raw materials from 
those mentioned above. These special kinds of glass are usually manufactured in 
fairly small pots (which are constructed of aluminium oxide or some other highly 
refractory material)

One leg is placed directly forwards to a distance of three foot lengths and this knee is 
bent; the back leg remains straight and the body is inclined forwards in line with it. 
Effects and uses: The muscle power and co-ordination required to hold the position is 
considerable, and it may be used in the treatment of spinal curvature. 
When support is given to the arms or shoulders, it is an excellent position in which to 
utilize the body weight, either for giving pressure or resistance in the direction of the 
fallout. 
The forward leg may be placed outwards (fallout o.st.), or sideways (fallout s.st.), or 
the toes of the straight leg may be stretched so that they only they only rest lightly on 
the floor (toe fallout o.st.)  
Lunge positions are similar with regard to the placing of the legs, but the body always 

remains in a vertical position. 

2) Half Lying:- 

The trunk is supported in the oblique position by inclination of the long end of the 

plinth, or by the arrangement of pillows, while the legs are supported horizontally. It is 

important to see that the trunk is in an alignment to avoid slumping and so impeding 

respiration. 

Effects and uses: The body is relaxed and comfortable in this position and it is suitable 
for weak and elderly people because breathing is easier than in lying, the thorax being 
less fixed by the weight of the trunk. Movement of all parts of the body can be 
performed from half lying, and it is much used for forward exercises and in the 
treatment of many chest conditions.

working with gravity and with a minimum amount of muscle tension. Maintenance of 
certain body positions entails a greater expenditure of energy than does the 
maintenance of others. Using the body correctly is analyzed thus: 

Standing: Head, neck, chest, abdomen, balanced vertically. Weight borne by body 
framework. Minimum strain on muscles and ligaments.  

Bending: Bend at knees or hip, not back.   
Working with gravity in the household implies such a simple consideration as cutting 

vegetables down on a board instead of whittling them into the air. Considerable 
attention has been given to the study of posture in relation to correct heights for 
working surfaces in the household. 

Although there are relatively few heavy loads to be handled in modem households, a 
woman may encounter a fair number to lift during the course of a day or a week. A 
baby is a constant 

In general, for lifting a load, the leg, not the back muscles, should be used. This is 
accomplished by standing or kneeling close to the load and lifting with a slow, steady 
pull (see fig. 12.1). In pushing a heavy piece of furniture, the force should be at the 
center of the furniture (see fig. 12.2). As far as possible, carrying a heavy load is to be 
avoided, but if it must be done, carrying close to the center of the body causes less 
strain on the back. 

The same household tool may be used effectively or ineffectively as far as posture is 
concerned without relationship to the accom. 

  



4. The first and most important rule of legitimate or popular government, that is to 
say, of government whose object is the good of the people, is therefore, as I have 
observed, to follow in everything the general will. But to follow this will it is necessary 
to know it, and above all to distinguish it from the particular will, beginning with one's 
self: this distinction is always very difficult to make, and only the most sublime virtue 
can afford sufficient illumination for it. As, in order to will, it is necessary to be free, a 
difficulty no less great than the former arises — that of preserving at once the public 
liberty and the authority of government. Look into the motives which have induced 
men, once united by their common needs in a general society, to unite themselves still 
more intimately by means of civil societies: you will find no other motive than that of 
assuring the property, life and liberty of each member by the protection of all. But can 
men be forced to defend the liberty of any one among them, without trespassing on 
that of others? And how can they provide for the public needs, without alienating the 
individual property of those who are forced to contribute to them? With whatever 
sophistry all this may be covered over, it is certain that if any constraint can be laid on 
my will, I am no longer free, and that I am no longer master of my own property, if 
anyone else can lay a hand on it. This difficulty, which would have seemed 
insurmountable, has been removed, like the first, by the most sublime of all human 
institutions, or rather by a divine inspiration, which teaches mankind to imitate here 
below the unchangeable decrees of the Deity. 

By what inconceivable art has a means been found of making men free by 
making them subject; of using in the service of the State the properties, the persons 
and even the lives of all its members, without constraining and without consulting 
them; of confining their will by their own admission; of overcoming their refusal by that 
consent, and forcing them to punish themselves, when they act against their own will? 
How can it be that all should obey, yet nobody take upon him to command, and that all 
should serve, and yet have no masters, but be the more free, as, in apparent 
subjection, each loses no part of his liberty but what might be hurtful to that of 
another? These wonders are the work of law. It is to law alone that men owe justice 
and liberty. It is this salutary organ of the will of all which establishes, in civil right, the 
natural equality between men. It is this celestial voice which dictates to each citizen 
the precepts of public reason, and teaches him to act according to the rules of his own 
judgment, and not to behave inconsistently with himself. It is with this voice alone that 
political rulers should speak when they command; for no sooner does one man, 
setting aside the law, claim to subject another to his private will, than he departs from 
the state of civil society, and confronts him face to face in the pure state of nature, in 
which obedience is prescribed solely by necessity.

1. The creative writer does the same as the child at play. He creates a world of fantasy 
which he takes seriously – that is, which he invests with large amounts of emotion – 
while separating it sharply from reality. 

2. "...Ellen Moers book is not really satisfactory either as literary history or as literary 
Criticism. It is too engrossed in circumstantial details, too unaware of any kind of 
literary theory to function well as criticism,..." 

3. The motive forces of fantasies are unsatisfied wishes, and every single fantasy is the 
fulfillment of a wish, a correction of unsatisfying reality. 

4. Literary Women was the first attempt at describing the history of women's writing as a 
'rapid and powerful undercurrent running under or alongside the main tradition. 

5. Art, then, is for Marxism part of ‗Superstructure; of society. It is part of a society‘s 
ideology. 

6. "These failures may not be peculiar to Indian criticism alone. In a neo—colonial world 
based on exploitative political structures and fascist cultural paradigms, the situation 
may be just about the same in any culture with material disadvantage." 

7. Literature may be part of the superstructure, but it is not merely the passive reflection 
of the economic base, elements of the superstructure constantly react back upon and 
influence the economic base. 

8. In India there have been no nation schools or movements of criticism --- the history of 
the twentieth century Indian critical theory is nothing but a chain of fresh beginnings. 

9. Women writers should not be studied as a distinct group on the assumption that they 
write alike, or even display stylistic resemblances distinctively feminine. 

10. Upper caste critics have declared loudly that Dalit Literature does not need a separate 

aesthetic ---- no one has engaged in an aesthetic analysis of Dalit Literature after a 

serious reflection on the entirety of Dalit Literature. 

11. "I should like to see the word "universal" banned altogether from discussions of 
African literature until such a time as people cease to use it as a synonym for the 
narrow, self-serving Parochialism of Europe. 

12. Not all books by women critics on women writers are examples of feminist criticism. 
13. "Rejection and revolt in Dalit literature have been birthed from the womb of Dalit's 

pain. They are directed against an inhuman system that was imposed on them. 
14. In Marathi, the critics - from the late-nineteenth century critics K. B. Marathe to the 

contemporary trend-setting novelist Bhalchandra Nemade - have invariably expressed 
a bitter sense of disappointment at the lack of proper critical standards. 

15. Dalit writers believe that their literature should be analyzed from a sociological 
perspective focused on social values than on beauty. 

16. "The function of ideology, also, is to legitimate the power of the ruling class in society; 
in the last analysis, the dominant ideas of a society are the ideas of its ruling class." 

17. The latter-day colonialist critic, equally given to big brother arrogance, sees the 
African writer as a somewhat unfinished European. 

18. Satyam, Shivam, Sundaram - these are fabrications used to divide and exploit 
ordinary people. In fact, the aesthetic concept of 'Satyam, Shivam, Sundaram‘ is the 
selfish mechanism of upper caste Hindu Society.
